Lady Coalers bring home a state trophy

The Coal City Middle
School 7th grade volleyball
team made it to the state
championship match in 4A
volleyball but couldn’t get past
undefeated Frankfort Hickory
Creek, bringing home the sec-
ond place trophy on Saturday.

CCMS grapplers earn state medals

The Coal City Middle
School wrestlers had four of
eight qualifiers win medals on
Saturday during the state
championship finals held in
DeKalb.

Earning fifth  place
medals for the Coalers were
Brantley Brooks (75), Ryder
Gill (80) and Phoenix
Senodenos (100). Coming in
sixth and medaling was Jason
Piatak (90).
