They had lost two in a

row entering the playoffs
before hitting a new gear in
the postseason, giving up
just 35 points combined
while scoring 112.

"DePaul has had a
great season. They're big,
fast and run a spread,
tempo offense. We're going
to have our hands full
defensively," said
Loughran.

They trailed St

Coalers hosting with state berth on line

Coal City Police Chief
Chris Harseim
announced his plans to
retire next year. Harseim
informed village officials
that he'll step down as
chief in May 2025.

"It's been an amazing
ride," he told the board of
trustees at their
November 13 meeting.
"But the time has come
for me to give the board
my last official day of
work." 

His 30-year career
with the police depart-
ment began when he was
hired by Chief Dennis
Neary in March 1995.
Working for seven chiefs
over the years, Harseim's
time in law enforcement
included working as a
patrol officer, community
police officer, firearms
instructor and investiga-
tor. 

He was appointed
as chief in July 2021.

Since then, the depart-
ment has grown to a staff
of 14 and replenished its
fleet with new squad cars
and technology.

"We're busier than
we've ever been, and we'll
have record numbers
ending in 2024," Harseim
said. "I could not be more
proud of our team accom-
plishments, it takes more
than a chief to make this
department run like a
well-oiled machine."

Harseim's "passion
for serving the communi-
ty is obvious," Mayor
Dave Spesia said after the
announcement. "He's
been a phenomenal
chief."

64 citations and made 15

Police chief
tells board he
soon will retire

STAFF REPORT

In a 5-1 vote, the Village of
Carbon Hill Board has greenlit a solar
energy development project, annex-
ing nearly 40 acres of farmland locat-
ed at 6000 E. and Cameron Road. 

The approval includes three ordi-
nances permitting a zoning map
amendment, three zoning variances
and a conditional permitted use,
allowing BAP IL DEV, LLC, also known
as Cenergy Power, to move forward
with plans to establish a 5 MWac solar

facility.
The project, proposed by

Cenergy Power in partnership with
property owners Scott and Keith
Giordano, was previously opposed by
the board in a 4-2 vote taken just over
a year ago during a Nov. 7, 2023 meet-
ing.

The 39.42-acre property will be
designated as M1 Manufacturing
under the Village's zoning code,
accommodating the requirements for
a large-scale solar energy facility. 

The annexation agreement out-

lines that Cenergy will make a one-
time $300,000 community contribu-
tion, divided into two installments,
aimed at supporting the village's
infrastructure and development
needs.

Additionally, an annual contribu-
tion of $20,000 will be made to the
Village each year after the property is
fully assessed as a solar energy sys-
tem.

Last week the Village Board
approved an ordinance granting a
zoning map amendment to reclassify

The defenses stole the
show in the battle of high-
powered offenses, forcing
six turnovers combined
and an errant snap on first
and goal from the five
thwarted the visitors'
chances.

Facing fourth and 1
from their own 23, the
Coalers turned to who else,
Landin Benson, to seal the
quarterfinal win over
Dixon.

"Having the game in
my hands makes me nerv-
ous for sure and gets the
adrenaline going, but I
know I can trust my coach-
es to make the right deci-
sion and blockers/line to
get the yards we need."

His 42nd carry, a direct
snap, picked up two yards,
sending the Coalers to the
semifinals for the first time
in five years with a 20-13
win Saturday in Coal City.

"I thought Landin got
the first down and he did-
n't, so I was thinking about
punting, but in talking to
our offensive coaches and
players, they wanted to go
for it so I trusted them and
they delivered," said Coaler
coach Francis Loughran.

Coal City appeared to
be in position to put the
game away earlier, but on
third and inches a bad snap
was recovered by the
Dukes, leaving them 70
yards and just under three
minutes for a game-tying
score. They drove to the CC
5 before disaster struck
with Coaler Donnie Ladas
recovering the fumble.

"In talking to the team
Saturday, I don't think a lot
of people would have
guessed that we'd be in this
position, so we're pretty
excited."

The visitors struck first
with a 35 yard touchdown
pass on third and eight as
Cullen Shaver rolled to the
right and just before going
out of bounds, flicked the
ball to a wide-open Eli
Davidson.

The Coalers converted
a key fourth and five in the
closing seconds of the first
and on the final play of the
quarter, Zander Meents put
up a 38 yard pass to Gabe
McHugh. He fought off a
defender and made his way
into the endzone for the
tying score.

The Dukes then fum-
bled on the opening play of
their next drive, one of four
turnovers, and John

Keigher recovered.
The Meents-McHugh

connection struck again,
this time from 16 yards, and
the Coalers took their first
lead of the game 14-7. The
senior finished with 58
yards on three receptions.

"Big plays won us that
game. We knew Dixon's
defense was going to be
looking for that run, but we
have so many other play-
makers on the field that you
can’t just target one thing,"
said Benson.

McHugh added an
interception to his ledger
with four minutes left in the
half, but Dixon recorded an
interception of their own,
keeping the deficit at seven
at half.

"Meents had another
solid game (8-for-16 for 111
yards) getting the ball to
our playmakers, including
McHugh, just putting it up
and giving him a chance to
make a play on the ball."

"The first one tied it
up, second gave us the lead
and on top of that, he had
an interception. He's a
great athlete and really
showed that Saturday."

The Dukes wasted little
time in the second half
driving 60 yards in just
three minutes. A nine yard

touchdown pass made it
14-13 Coalers after a

failed two-point try.
Coal City then chewed

up nearly eight minutes of
the clock and went to the
Wildcat formation for the
final five plays of the drive.

"The offensive coaches
put in the Wildcat a few
weeks ago and it's worked
well for us. Our kids get
excited for it."

After four Benson runs,
the do-it-all halfback faked
the run and floated an eight
yard touchdown pass to
Gavin Berger (3 catches, 38
yards).

His extra point missed
though and the lead was
only seven (20-13), with
1:41 left in the third.

"It was a called play we
have and Dixon's defense
at first played it well, but
Berger found open grass
and I tossed it up to him,"
said Benson after his sec-
ond career td pass.

While the Coalers do a
lot of running, they chose
the perfect moment to
break out the halfback pass.

"We saw it was there if
we needed it and Benson
did a great job getting the
ball out, selling it and
Berger made a great play on
the ball," said Loughran.

Opening up the fourth,
Dixon was closing in on the
redzone when Carter Gill
made a diving interception.

While it was the first
game all season, the
Coalers' all-time leading
rusher didn't score on a
touchdown run, he obvi-
ously made his presence
felt with 42 carries for 143
yards and the eventual win-
ning touchdown pass.

"Our all-state player
played like an all-stater. 42
carries. No huge runs, but
just kept methodically
moving the ball down the
field. He also had a 60 yard
punt for us. He kicks off,
does our extra points, just a
good all-round game."

"We were able to lean
on him and you can't say
much more about the kid."
