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THE FOREST PRESERVE District of Will County is reporting there are three different nests in the pre-
serves with eagles incubating eggs.

Bald eagle nesting season
is heating up and last week the
Forest Preserve District of Will
County reported there are
three nests on it preserves with
eagles incubating eggs.

At first glance, an eagle
wasn't visible in the nest pho-
tographed, but then there was
a glimpse of a white head. It
was the female hunkered
down low because while both
sexes will take turns incubat-
ing the eggs, it's primarily the
female's job.

Data collected over the
years from various nest cams
across the country indicate
that the first clutch of eggs are
most commonly laid between
noon and midnight.

After about an hour, the
eagle got up and proceeded to
roll the eggs, which must be
done every few hours. Rolling
the eggs ensures the lighter
yolk doesn’t rise to the top of
the egg surface, which pre-
vents the delicate blood ves-
sels in the yolk from sticking to
the shell and killing the devel-
oping eaglet.

This is the fourth year this
particular nest has been moni-
tored by District staff and has
successfully produced off-
spring each of the past three
years.

Tuesday's confirmation
comes on the heels of confir-
mation over the weekend at
another nest, which longtime

volunteer Joel Craig esti-
mates is approximately eight
feet from top to bottom. It is a
newly-built one after the
eagles' previous nest came
down, which can happen due
to the large size and weight of
eagle nests.

Bald eagle nests measure
4 to 5 feet wide and 2 to 4 feet
deep and can weigh up to
1,000 pounds. Nests are used
year after year and require
some maintenance prior to
each nesting season. Eagles
will usually keep building on
the nest until it gets too big
and it collapses, or the weight
of it breaks the tree.

There also is a third nest in
a different location, in which
we confirmed eagles were on
eggs on Feb. 17.

Bald eagles typically lay
one to three eggs but it’s
unknown how many eggs have
been laid in each nest. One of
the nests being monitored has
produced 11 offspring since
2019.

For each batch of eagles,
the countdown to egg hatching
can begin. Eggs will hatch after
about 35 days, and then about
two weeks after hatching, bird
watchers should see some
fuzzy little eaglet heads pop-
ping up out of the nest.

Looking ahead, this year's
new arrivals will further
increase the local eagle popu-
lation because they won't stray

too far from home. Craig said
that an increasing number of
immature bald eagles in the
winter indicates the ones we're
seeing now are residents and
not migrants. It's also evidence
there is good, clean water and
a healthy fish population to
support them year-round.

"To see eagles rebound
like they have in this area in
the past 10 years has been
pretty exciting," Craig said. "To
be threatened and endangered
when I was a kid to what we’re
seeing now, it's really a popu-
lation explosion in our area
over the past few years.

"They're just such majes-
tic birds, it's hard not to be in
awe of them," he said. "To con-
tinue to watch the nests over
the years has been fascinat-
ing."

It's important to note that
eagles and their nests are fed-
erally protected and human
interference could cause the
eagles to abandon their nests
and their eggs. The National
Audubon Society recommends
being at least 330 feet away
from a nest. That's about the
length of a football field. In
order to protect these birds,
the Forest Preserve District
never publicly disclose nesting
locations. If you should come
across a nest, be sure to keep
your distance.

The largemouth bass pop-
ulation continues to improve
at the Braidwood Cooling Lake
with fisheries biologist with
Illinois Department of Natural
Resources giving the species a
“very good” rating for the 2024
season.

That’s the best rating
among a handful of game fish
species stocked annually at the
2,640-acre cooling lake. 

Fishermen were having
mixed results on Saturday, the
day after the season opener.
Boat anglers were frustrated by
a heavy fog in the early morn-
ing. The fog was so thick at the
south launch one boater said
he couldn’t see beyond the
bow of his 18-footer. After
nearly running into another
boat while idling at a trolling
speed, he said he was ready to
give up.

“I threw everything at
them: spinnerbaits, crankbaits,
a Texas rigged worm. Not a
bite. Still, it felt good getting
the boat out.”

Shore fishermen were
doing better with a strong
channel catfish bite. Leroy
Anderson and his son from
Joliet had a mini-grill fired up
(for hot dogs) and had three
keeper channel catfish.

“We got here early and
caught two on chicken liver
right away,” Anderson said.
“Caught one an hour later and
ain’t had a bite since.”

Anderson said the trick to
keeping the youngsters inter-
ested is to throw out a tight-
line and then toss out a second
line using a bobber. “We got
two with the bobber as it
moved with the current. It
kinda keeps the action going.”

The state reports that the
number of largemouth bass
over 9 inches has greatly
improved since being surveyed
in 2019. In the 2023 fall survey,
biologists electrofished 170
largemouth ranging from 4.3
inches to 18.8 inches with an
average length increasing from
8 inches to 9.1 inches over the
past year.

In the biologist’s lake
report, the body condition was
excellent for all size groupings
indicating good growth poten-
tial and the lake’s good shad
base.

Each year IDNR biologists
try to stock Braidwood Lake
with largemouth, blue catfish
and hybrid striped bass. In
2023 the lake benefited from
81,000 bass, of which 30,403
were advanced fingerlings (4-
7”), and 50,667 were bass 1-3”
long.

Also stocked were 18,412
advancing fingerling blue cat-
fish, the same as the previous
year. Just over 25,000 striped
bass fingerlings were stocked
after none the year before.

Last year several large-
mouth topping 5 pounds were
weighed in during tourna-
ments. The biggest was 5.6
pounds

Rated as “good” are chan-
nel catfish ranging from 10 to
27 inches with an average of
15.6 inches. A combination of
very successful natural repro-
duction and high survival of
young fish leads to a popula-
tion dominated by smaller fish.

Rated as “average” are
blue catfish, a relative late-
comer as far as stockings go.
They were initiated in 2003
and with few exceptions, have
occurred annually to 2018.
None were stocked in 2019 but
have been stocked in 2022 and
2023. Fall sampling has gener-
ally provided an inadequate
sample of the population for
the most part until 2023 when
190 blue cats averaging 17
inches turned up in the survey. 

Overall, the population
appears to be comprised of
smaller individuals with few
quality and preferred-sized
blue catfish collected. Body
condition was poor overall
though the larger size classes
had better much improved Wr
values.

The lake’s population of
bluegill, flathead catfish and
redear sunfish are all listed as
fair.

Braidwood Lake is open
for shore and boat fishing from
6 a.m. to sunset.

Dear EarthTalk: How are
researchers using wildlife to
track environmental condi-
tions and monitor climate
change?

-- Jane P., South Bend, IN

Scientists currently rely
mainly on a complex network
of satellites, ocean buoys,
weather stations and balloons
to help predict the weather
and the effects of climate
change, but it might not be the
best solution.

What if instead of using
satellites and weather stations
to study the planet, scientists
used animals? Imagine a world
where a pigeon could help
gather information on air pol-
lution. 

That world already exists.
In Mongolia, pigeons
equipped with sensors fly
around the capital city of
Ulaanbaatar and help measure
the air quality.

Tagged elephant seals
help provide nearly 80 percent
of all available information on
ice depth and ocean salinity in

Antarctica. Geolocation sen-
sors, often attached to animals
via collars or tags, can provide
scientists with near endless
amounts of information on
wildlife and the environment. 

The sensors, equipped
with GPS and other advanced
technology, offer a lens
directly into the habitats that
animals inhabit. 

Using wildlife to track
environmental conditions
only highlights the shortcom-
ings of current methods of
collecting climate data. While
satellites can gauge tempera-
tures at the surface of a cloud-
covered jungle canopy, they
cannot reveal the conditions

on the ground.
Not the way that a mon-

key would be able to. Most
weather stations are built on
flat land and in developed
areas, not in the mountainous
regions that are heavily affect-
ed by climate change.
However, mountain goats or
birds with sensors can easily
monitor the temperatures of
the region.

Wildlife geolocation sen-
sors can help fill critical data
gaps, particularly in more
remote areas of the planet. 

Equipping fish, birds,
seals and other animals with
sensors can offer highly local-
ized and timely data that cur-
rent tech cannot.

The sensors can provide
data on animal behavior and
migration patterns along with
data on environmental condi-

tions impacted by climate
change.

They can improve scien-
tists' measurements on air
temperature, ocean salinity,
air pollution and biodiversity.
Rather than using satellites to
capture images of the planet's
surface, scientists can study
animal decisions and pre-
ferred conditions to sense the
quality and health of ecosys-
tems.

Studying the environmen-
tal conditions that drive ani-
mals' movements can offer a
lens directly into the habitats
themselves.  

Thanks to action by the
Max Planck Institute of Animal
Behavior, thousands of birds
and animals are already outfit-
ted with sensors, but the

opportunities that wildlife
tracking presents have not yet
been fully realized.

To implement geolocation
sensors on a wider scale there
must be collaboration
between government agencies
and the science community. 

The data that the sensors
could provide the scientific
world would be more accurate,
timely, cost-effective and non-
invasive than the more popu-
larized current methods.
