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Wilmington Police secure new set of truck scales

The Wilmington Police

Department will have another tool in
the effort to keep the trucks that must
utilize state routes off of local roads
and in compliance with weight limit
laws.

Last month, the Wilmington City
Council approved a quote from
Global Industrial for new truck scales,
in an amount not to exceed $13,569.

Prior to that approval, Police
Chief Adam Zink told members of the

council that the scales were being
paid for through grant funds that had
already been awarded to the depart-
ment. Those funds, totaling $53,000,
were awarded to the city last year by
the  Illinois  Department  of
Transportation, Zink said, adding that
the city currently has four officers
certified on using the scales.

The city of Wilmington has
increased its truck enforcement
efforts over the last year, including
adding new signs to keep trucks exit-
ing US Cold Storage out of Northcrest,
among other efforts.

In January, the Wilmington Police

Department issued eight truck
enforcement citations, including
seven citations for overweight vehi-
cles. Those citations were all issued
near Lorenzo Road or along New
River Road, and amounted to a total
of $8,042 in fines.

During the first month of the
year, the WPD stopped and weighed a
total of 25 trucked based on suspicion
of being overweight.

The increased efforts at truck
enforcement on local roads were just
a small portion of what has kept the
WPD busy in the first quarter of the
new year.

During last month’s committee
of the whole meeting, Zink reported
the following activity during January:

e Seven pedestrian/suspicious
stops

¢ 155 business checks

¢ 8,193 premise checks

* 11 misdemeanor and/or war-
rant arrests

¢ 101 written traffic citations, 15
more than the previous month

* 101 written traffic warnings, 26
more than the previous month

» Six local ordinance tickets

Zink also reported that the
department handled an additional

657 calls for service and wrote 61
related reports.

Officers also participated in five
range days of firearm training, 40
hours of off-site training, and partici-
pated in 26 Lexipol daily training sce-
narios.

In February, the department’s
most recent hire, Patrolman Thomas
Allen, was sworn in. Allen represents
the third hire this year, and the last on
the city’s eligibility list, which means
he is the last new patrolman for the
near future.

approves engineering
study at WWTP

The city of Wilmington
will move forward with a pre-
liminary engineering study for
biological nutrient removal
(BNR) at the city’s wastewater
treatment plant (WWTP).

In February, the members
of the Wilmington City Council
approved a proposal from
Chamlin and Associates for the
BNR preliminary study, in an
amount not to exceed $18,500.

Per the city’s staff report,
the EPA is now mandating that
phosphorus levels exiting the
WWTP and entering the
Kankakee River be reduced,
from 1 milligram per liter to .5
milligrams per liter.

According to the EPA, con-
centrations of phosphorus that
are too high can be the result
of poor agricultural practices,
runoff, leaking septic systems,
or discharges from sewage
treatment plants.

Too much phosphorus
can cause increased growth of
algae and large aquatic plants,
which can result in decreased
levels of dissolved oxygen, a
process called eutrophication.
High levels of phosphorus can
also lead to algae blooms that
produce toxins which can be
harmful to human and animal
health.

In order for the city to
comply with the new regula-
tions, the plan to reduce phos-
phates must be finalized by the
end of 2023 in order for the city
to renew its National Pollutant
Discharge Elimination System
Permit. That permit is what
allows the WWTP to discharge
certain pollutants into the
Kankakee River under specific
conditions.

The BNR preliminary
study will outline two options
for the city to comply with the
new rules.

The first will be chemical
reduction, which will reduce
phosphorus levels via an
increase in alum. The second
option is biological reduction,
which would reduce phospho-
rus levels by altering the
WWTP aeration ditch to allow
bacteria to consume more
phosphorus.

With the science involved,
neither option will be an
immediate change. Should the
city opt for the chemical
reduction, compliance will be
required by 2025. But if the city
instead chooses biological
reduction, that compliance is
required by 2035.

The preliminary study will
weigh the pros and cons of

Two killed in Custer
Township car accident

An accident on Tuesday
morning in Custer Township
along Route 113 left two peo-
ple dead.

The accident happened
around 5:10 a.m. on March 7.
Braidwood and Custer Fire
Protection Districts were
called to the scene at Route
113 and Irish lane, west of
Warner Bridge Road, for a
report of a head on collision
between a pickup truck and a
car.

According to reports, two
occupants of one of the vehi-
cles were pronounced dead at

the scene, while an occupant
of the other vehicle was trans-
ported to the hospital with
non-life threatening injuries.

Route 113 was closed for
several hours while police
investigated the incident and
cleared the scene.

The roadway re-opened
by 10:30 a.m.

As of press time, further
details on the incident and the
names of the deceased had not
been released.

Questions on what kind of waste solar panels will be in 30 years

Dear EarthTalk: How are
we going to deal with all the
waste when the solar panels
everyone is putting up now
wear out in 20-30 years?

-- Paul B., Chevy Chase,
MD

When purchasing green
alternatives for home power
generation, there are many
features that the average con-
sumer looks for. Most are
hoping to find options that
are the most efficient, or the
lightest, or the most durable,
but what about the most recy-
clable?

This question is often
overlooked when making such
purchases. Unfortunately,
ignoring a product's life cycle
can have disastrous conse-
quences, especially if reducing
your environmental footprint
is a concern.

Take solar panels, for
example. The average solar
panel lasts roughly 25 years,
and the vast majority of them
were purchased and put into
use within the last 10 years.
This means that within the
next 15 years, millions of
retired and broken solar panels
will be flooding landfills.

A 2020 study out of the
federally funded National
Renewable Energy Laboratory
(NREL) found that as much as
eight million tons of solar
modules could arrive in land-
fills globally by 2030, and by
2050 these solar panels could
make up to 10 percent of all e-

waste on the planet.

To make matters worse, if
the waste isn't disposed of
properly, it could cause prob-
lems for the groundwater in its
vicinity. Solar panels contain
trace amounts of toxic com-
pounds, such as lead, and a
carcinogen known as cadmi-
um telluride.

If either of these chemi-
cals were to leach into a fresh-
water source, the water would
become unsafe to use in most
capacities.

Although solar panels are
recyclable, there is little incen-
tive to do so. Made from mate-
rials such as aluminum, cop-
per, silicon and glass, approxi-
mately 80-85 percent of a solar
panel can be recycled; howev-
er, the process would actually
cost more than the raw materi-
als are worth.

Thankfully,

the U.S.

Department of Energy’s Solar
Energy Technologies Office has
been hard at work developing
a comprehensive system for
handling and recycling solar
panels.

By 2030, they plan on
reducing the cost of solar
panel recycling to a mere $3
per panel. This reduction
would actually make solar
panel recycling an economi-
cally feasible venture!

That said, there is still the
option to rebuild new solar
panels from old ones.
However, to accomplish this
would require a direct reuse of
the materials recovered.
Silicon, for example, can be
directly recycled back into
solar panels, or it can even be
used in the anodes of lithium-
ion batteries—the functional
storage unit of power generat-
ed through the use of solar
panels.

But what about simply
making the solar panels green-
er? Instead of silicon solar pan-
els (what people normally
buy), there is another option
available known as Sunflare

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Fishermen so far impressed with Braidwood Lake catch

There’s good news and
bad news with the bass popu-
lation at the Braidwood Fish
and Wildlife Area.

The 2,640-acre cooling
lake opened March 1 for the
2023 fishing season and so far
anglers have been impressed
with catches of largemouth
bass.

That’s because the num-
ber of the number of fish over
8-inches has greatly improved
since being surveyed in 2019.
But for the bad news, the catch
rate declined to a 4-year low,
that’s according to fisheries
biologist with the Illinois

Department of  Natural
Resources.
For Braidwood large-

mouth bass, 88% of the adult
population was comprised of
fish 8-inches which is double
the 2019 value.

The proportion of adults
15 inches remained

unchanged (26%). The RSD-18
(proportion of adults > 18-
inches) declined as these fish
remain somewhat rare in fall
surveys (typical for this lake).

In the biologist’s lake
report, the body condition was
excellent for all size groupings
indicating good growth poten-
tial.

Each year IDNR biologists
try to stock Braidwood Lake
with largemouth, blue catfish
and hybrid striped bass. In
2022 the lake benefited from
67,736 bass, more than half
were advanced fingerlings (4-
77), that’s up from 55,000 bass
stocked the year before.

Also stocked were 23,000
advancing fingerling blue cat-
fish, the same as the previous
year. No striped bass were list-
ed as stocked in 2022.

Overall the bass popula-
tion is listed as good, with sev-
eral largemouth nearing 5
pounds weighed in during 10
tournaments. The top five bass

caught being 7.8, 7.25, 4.69,
4.5, and 4.5 lbs.

Also rated good are chan-
nel catfish ranging from
ranged from 6 to 36.2 inches.
The average size from the 2021
collection increased to 15.6
inches. A combination of very
successful natural reproduc-
tion and high survival of young
fish leads to a population dom-
inated by smaller fish.

Rated as “average” are
blue catfish, a relative late-
comer as far as stockings go.
They were initiated in 2003
and with few exceptions, have
occurred annually to 2018.
None were stocked in 2019.
Fall sampling has generally
provided an inadequate sam-
ple of the population for the
most part and ancillary sam-
pling is needed to obtain a
more accurate assessment.

The lake’s population of
bluegill, flathead catfish and
redear sunfish are all listed as
fair.

A BOATER at Braidwood Lake fishes the “warm” side of the like off
the Kankakee Road blacktop.
