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A giant water bill for one
Wilmington business owner turned
into a discussion about how the city
handles the billing portion when it
comes to water leaks or burst pipes
for property owners.

The owner of a local salon came
before the City Council on March 7,
telling the mayor and aldermen that
after she was out of state for two
weeks, and returned to her salon to
find out that her pipes had burst.

The salon owner said that while
the issue was addressed immediately

upon her return, the result was a
$3,500 water bill from the city. The
property owner was seeking relief of
the sewer portion of that bill, about
$1,746, since the water was not
processed through the sewer system.

While the issue itself was
assigned to the agenda for the next
Committee of the Whole meeting, the
question sparked discussion among
city leaders about how the city han-
dles water issues. Specifically, if
there’s a way for the city’s public
works department to recognize and
notify residents and business owners
when water usage spikes above nor-
mal usage.

“Can I ask what the process cur-
rently is? Do we notify someone if
their water has been running?”
Alderman Leslie Allred said. “Do we
check it on a regular basis?”

City staff said that the system
would recognize and notify residents
of such a problem on a monthly basis.
However, elected officials wondered if
there was a better way, so that a leak
or pipe break could be addressed
quicker, avoiding a situation such as a
two-week long leak and a water bill in
the thousands for residents.

“I don’t know the depth of the
system, but is there any way that the
system can produce a weekly report

that shows variances from week to
week over an average or anything of
that nature, to prevent something like
this,” Alderman Jonathan Mietzner
asked. “Are there standard reports
that come out of the system on a
weekly basis that gives, say, here’s 10
accounts that have a percentage
above their average use. Then we
could see, oh there are two houses
here, two locations that have uses
that have jumped exponentially or X
percent, to try and cut this off.”

But, while public works staff said
such a software upgrade is a good
idea in theory, it would be more diffi-
cult in practice. City officials said the

software that the city currently uses
does not provide any kind of alarm for
individual increases in water con-
sumption, so at present such a feat
could only be done by going through
accounts one by one, which is not a
realistic or feasible plan of action.

City officials said they were inter-
ested in discussing the potential to
look into a software system that could
red flag accounts that are uncharac-
teristically losing water, however, they
also noted such an upgrade would
likely be costly.

With the paperwork in
order and all questions finally
asked and answered, Nelly’s
officially got the green light for
its new pickup window.

Celebrating local history.
That was the meaning behind
a proclamation issued by the
City of Wilmington during the
March 7 regular meeting of
the City Council.

“We’re making a procla-
mation to celebrate the 175th
anniversary of the I&M Canal
in the area,” Mayor Ben Dietz
said, adding that the city will

be participating in various
events celebrating the canal
and its history over the next
year.

The I&M Canal opened in
1848 as a water highway and
transportation corridor. 

The canal does not con-
nect Michigan and Illinois,
but rather, Lake Michigan and
the Illinois River, opening up a
waterway from the East and
Midwest to the south.

At the time of its con-
struction, the Illinois River
was not fully navigable,
meaning there was no con-
nection from the Great Lakes
to the Mississippi River. The
96-mile canal finalized an all-
water route from New York to
New Orleans, and ushered in a
new era in trade and travel,
giving Illinois the designation
as the country’s greatest
inland port.

The canal was traversed
by mule-pulled boats and
barges, and went through a
series of 17 locks between
Chicago and LaSalle-Peru.
Many of the canal towns were
built specifically to support
canal operations, as segments
needed to only be long
enough for the mules to pull
boats in a single day.
