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Roark returns with a message for little leaguers

Former Major League pitcher
Tanner Roark came home with a
message for aspiring baseball
players on Saturday while serving
as grand marshal for the
Wilmington Baseball Softball
Association opening day parade.

While he said it was an honor
to serve as Grand Marshal, he felt
a bit surreal being back on the
field where he baseball career
began

Roark was just like any other
five-year-old whose parents
signed him up to play in the
WBSA. He was excited to play and
be with friends but there were
days when he didn't feel like play-
ing.

“I have my dad (Toby) to
thank on those days. I can still
hear him say “You signed up so
you're going to practice,” he
quipped.

Roark was part of an extraor-
dinary group of talented players
who stayed together from the lit-
tle leagues through high school.

They won state champi-
onships in 2003 and 2005, with a
third place trophy in 2004. He
then pitched for the University of
Illinois for two years, entered the
independent league and was
drafted in the 25th round by the
Texas Rangers spending 4 1/2
years in the minor leagues. He
made his debut

In August of 2013 he made
his Major League debut with the
Washington Nationals going 7-1
in that season as a reliever. That
led to five more seasons with the

win the USA has had in the World
Baseball Classic.

Roark went on to play for the
Cincinnati Reds, the Oakland A's
and the Toronto Blue Jays, finish-
ing his career in 2021.

“It's crazy to think that I
pitched in front of tens of thou-
sands of fans, but yet I'm the
most nervous right now,” he said
while accepting the microphone
from WBSA master of ceremony
umpire manager Britton Roth.

“My journey started right
here on these two fields,” Roark
explained. “I started at five years
old and for 30 years straight, I
played baseball, and I never took
ayear off except that one summer
I broke both my arms off a jungle
gym. Incidentally, my teammate
Tony (Vercelli) broke both of his
arms that year. So we were hang-
ing out together while everybody
was in the pool.”

Roark spoke of all the
“heroes” who made the WBSA
function. People like Bert Niehls
who was always prepping the
fields, the late Les Russell who
gave old “school pitching lessons”
on the sidelines, especially during
the state high school champi-
onships. And mostly Lodi Vercelli,
the coach who was like a second
father who pushed to improve
each player. It was Lodi who guid-
ed the players to a 1999 Bronco
Division 5th place World
Championship.

“If it wasn't for this league, I
don't think I would be as success-
ful as I was,” Roark said holding
back tears. “Lodi’s dedication to
us kids and Wilmington baseball
was unsurpassed. It speaks vol-
umes of the type of person he was

Police reassure that
migrants are not a
significant threat

Following on the coat
tails of the COVID pandem-
ic, another contagion is
making its way through the
United  States:  Anti-
Immigration Fever.

It was inevitable that a
case or two of the infection
would show up in the area.

On April 17, a woman
posted on the Wilmington
Community Group on
Facebook. Apparently, an
“immigrant from
Venezuela” attempted to
enter the back door of her
home.

“...sure enough this
creepy toothless man stood
there yelling in Spanish
that our government won't
help him or feed him, so
he's going to take what he
wants...” she alleged.

After contacting the
Wilmington Police Dept.,
she was surprised the man
wasn't taken into custody —
that there was nothing
they could do. After all, she
honestly believed she and

her children were in dan-
ger.

Justin Dole, Deputy
Chief of the Wilmington
Police Department,
addressed the issue on
Friday, April 19. He had
heard about the incident,
and felt the actions of the
individual commenting
were taken out of context.

“One of my officers
said that he was in her yard,
but he was not trying to get
in her house,” Dole said.

Though the individual
couldn't speak English, it
was not clear, and there
was no confirmation he
was a migrant.

“As far as I know, it was
a suspect on foot, just pass-
ing through town, which is
not uncommon,” Dole
said. “We had one of our
Spanish- speaking officers
on scene to speak to him.”

The officer finally
determined that the man

Maple syrup, that sta-
ple of the American break-
fast table, is not only a cher-
ished product across North
America, but also plays a
significant role in the
economies of Quebec and
Vermont.

This industry gener-
ates hundreds of millions of
dollars yearly and supports
thousands of livelihoods.
But its very foundation is
under threat from global
warming. The disruption in
the switch between cold
nights and warm days of
early spring, crucial for sap
flow, poses a severe chal-
lenge to the industry's
future.

“a warming climate also
presents challenges in
shortening the length of the
sugaring season”’—a critical
period for syrup produc-
tion.

This shift not only
affects the timing but also
threatens to make annual
production levels unpre-
dictable. For one, studies
project that by the end of
the century, the sugaring
season could start up to a
month earlier, with signifi-
cant variability in produc-
tion especially affecting
regions at the southern
and northern limits of
maple tree ranges.

The warming climate
is not just affecting the tim-
ing of sap flow, but also its
quality. As maple trees
undergo warmer tempera-
tures and extended growing
seasons, they consume
more sugar for growth,
potentially reducing the
sap’s sugar content.

This necessitates more
sap to produce the same
amount of syrup, thus
increasing effort and
resources needed for pro-
duction«. Also, the changing
climate may pave the way
for invasive species that
threaten maple trees, fur-
ther complicating the chal-
lenges.

The impacts of climate
change on maple syrup
production are not uniform
across North America.
“Folks who retrieve sap
from maple trees in the far
Northeastern region will
get a longer sap flow season
while those in the
Southeastern regions will
see a reduction,” says David
Cleaves, Climate Change
Advisor for the U.S. Forest
Service.

This geographic shift
underscores the need for
